Classification Competitions

General Provisions

On the assumption of:
- ballroom (sport) dancers classification systemstag in different countries using different
criteria in the named classification;
- classification system development goal: stimulatminmastery growth of amateur dance
couples at international level;
- role of International Dance Union in development bafliroom (sport) dance in dancing
community;
the Commission on ballroom (sport) dancing of Inéional Dance Union considers necessary to
approve the Regulation on Unified International &8ss Classification and International
Classification Competitions having assumed as & Itlag British Dance Council Rules.

1. Grading of International Dancers Classification

IDU but the international Grades are only giveremfthe corresponding classification demands
described by these Regulations are accomplished.

2. Age Groups at International Classification Com peatis

Juveniles — dancers under 12;

Juniors — dancers between the age of 12 and 16;year

Youth — dancers between the age of 16 and 21 years;

Adults — dancers reached the age of 16 and older;

The age group is determined by the older dancéracouple;

The dancers can participate in international diaation competitions in the next age group
without the right to return to their age group witle exception for the dancers older than 19 whm
can dance both in their own age group and in tleegagup Adults.

3. Conditions of conferring grades and summing poyniriternational Classification

Conferring grades to dancers of International Gfiaasion is carried out by the organizations
which are full member of International Dance Union the basis of the decision of the IDU
Committee on ballroom (sport) dancing and in acancg with collected points at the calendar
international Title Classification competitions.

Grades of this international classification arafeared only to the members of IDU organizations
and to the dancers officially registered at IDU.

To fulfill the requirements of international cldasation in ballroom, latin or 10 dances a dancer
has to collect 10 points at competitions of hisdgraand (or) higher grade in a corresponding
discipline.

A dancing couple receives one point in its grade lieing recalled in the next round of
competitions in its or higher grade in a correspogdliscipline.



Recalling couples to the next round of competiticnsletermined by the Skating system and in
exceptional cases by the decision of the chairnfadjudicators. The number of couples recalled to
the next round amounts to at least %2 but not muaa £/3 of the total number of the couples in the
previous round. As a rule 6 couples are dancinthenfinal and with exceptional decision of the
chairman of adjudicators the number of finalists ba up to 8 couples.

If the competitions are conducted as one final dmyf of participating couples receive one
classification point each.

In accordance with the international classificatmompetitions are considered to be graded if
couples from at least two countries participatedanmesponded grade, age group and discipline.

A couple retains classification points for its geaafter being upgraded to the next age group.

If a male (female) dancer changed partnership he) (setains classification points in his (her)
grade.

The next grade of international classification @limom, latin or 10 dances is conferred to a
dancer on his collecting the necessary amountiotgo his Classification Grade.

To get a grade Championship (Grade S) a dancertdhamllect 10 classification point at
competitions of Pre-Championship or Championshiglland to be in the final of Pre-Championship
competitions if these competitions start at leemnfsemifinal.

To get a grade International — Dancer of Inteomati Class a dancer has to collect 10
classification points at competitions of Champiopskevel and to be in the final of these level
competitions if these competitions start at leesnfsemifinal.

The best six couples in every grade in accordanttethe results of the classification World Cup
and World Championship are promoted to the nexdeyraithout taking into account their collected
classification points.

A dancer who was promoted to or started to competihe next grade competitions can not
participate in the competitions of lower grade icoaresponding discipline.

The grade of a couple is determined by the highadeyof the one partner in this couple.

Dancers of Juvenile age group can only particiratihe competitions of the following grades:
Beginner (Grade E), Novice (Grade D), and Advar(€a@dde C).

Dancers in the Junior age Group can be graded aseDaf the Internataional Class only after
upgraded into Youth age Group.

Participation of dance couples in the Champion§rniade (Grade S) can only be held by the IDU
application and according to the results of Prefdhianship Grades of the current competitions.

Dancers of International-Class grade can partieipatompetitions of Championship level.

4. Supervision and calculation of classification psiahd awarding of international classification

grades

Supervision and calculation of classification psiaind awarding of international classification
grades are carrying out by the IDU Commission dhdzan (sport) dance.

The data on collecting classification points ancing grades are published on the IDU web site
and on the site of ballroom (sport) commission wwssianmaster.ron the basis of reports of
international title classification competitions.

The reports on international calendar classifiecattompetitions are submitted by the organizer to
the IDU Commission on ballroom (sport) dance by &tma-mashkov@mtu-net.rin the term of
three days after the end of competitions. The nashe®smpetitors must be written in latin alphabet,
and without fail the dates of birth of male and &enpartners must be indicated.

On the basis of published data the full IDU membsrall fill in record-books — the Unified
international classification dancer’s certificatieeloped by dance sport Committee IDU).

The Unified international classification dancersrtdficate (UICDC) is a main document for
registering only the results of IDU title class#ton competitions; it is not allowed to use this
document at other competitions. All records in ttie@ument can be made only by plenipotentiary
persons, representatives of IDU full members apdalplenipotentiary person of IDU Executive
Committee on the basis of data published by the@igsion on ballroom (sport) dancing,




The official dancer’'s UICDC number is written inidkdocument by plenipotentiary persons on
concordance with the Commission on ballroom (spdat)cing and on the basis of awarded grade in
accordance with the Unified International Dancelas€ification.

If a dancer is not a member of IDU organization tthefied international classification dancer’s
certificate (UICDC) can be issued to him (her) BylExecutive Committee with direct registration at
International Dance Union.

On the dancer’s leaving International Dance UnlenWnified international classification dancer’'s
certificate (UICDC) becomes invalid.

5. Organization and running of the title internatiookassification competitions

Official international classification competitiomse held in strict accordance with the system for
these events. On violation of existing rules forifléd International Dancers Classification the
corresponding competitions become invalid.

General supervision over holding of competitionsealized by the IDU Commission on ballroom
(sport) dancing and the organizer and the chairmbBradjudicators are responsible for direct
management of a corresponding event.

Title international classification competitions dreld in accordance with the application approved
by the IDU Commission on ballroom (sport) dancifige said application is submitted by IDU full
members or by IDU associated members with approbatheir full members in corresponding
countries.

The chairman of adjudicators of the title interaaél classification competitions is appointed by
the IDU Commission on ballroom (sport) dancing.

Only WDC licensed adjudicators can officiate at title international classification competitions.
At least 5 adjudicators, representatives of difiereountries, have to judge the mastery of dancers.
Only in exceptional cases with insufficient reprgagion the chairman of adjudicators can appoint to
judge representatives of the same country or achiolis without WDC license.

Class of the title international classification quetitions:

- Stages of the Classification World Cup

- Classification World Championship

Classification World Cup is an open multistage petition the results of which are summing up
at the end of a year in accordance with the Reigul@pproved by the IDU Commission on ballroom
(sport) dancing.

Classification World Championship is organized ere year with participation of dancers in
accordance with the quota approved by the IDU Casioin on ballroom (sport) dancing.

The main regulating documents on holding IDU in&tional classification competitions are Rules
of World Dance Council and this Regulation of Imi@fonal Dance Union.

Dresses of dancers and syllabus restrictions fadeg Beginner (grade), Novice (grade D),
Advanced (grad€) correspond to those of the British Dance CouRaike Book.

Dances performed by the Beginner grade (Grade &)rd®m — Slow Waltz, Tango, Quick step.
Latin — Cha-cha-cha, Rumba, Jive.

Dances performed by the Novice grade (Grade Dy&aih — Slow Waltz, Tango, Slow Foxtrot,
Quick step. Latin — Cha-cha-cha, Samba, Rumba, Jive

6. System for holding title international classificaticompetitions and prize presentation in the
final

System of title international classification comfens provides dancers with a right to participate
in competitions of their classification grade amnghler.

A dancing couple shall register at competitionstfiof all in its own grade and, if this couple
wishes to compete also in a higher grade competfitias necessary to pay an additional startireg fe

In every age group competitions start from theiBagyr grade (grade E) and go one after another
till the final of the highest grade in a correspimgdage group.



If the number of participating couples correspotadsemifinal and more, the final in this grade is
not held and the couples selected for the final garticipate in the competitions of higher grade
without paying an additional fee.

All finalists in every grade shall be awarded wthle diplomas of corresponding competitions.

If the number of participating couples in a graslé to 8 couples, a final is held for this couples
and a half of the finalists can participate in twmpetitions of higher grade without paying an
additional fee.

If there are less than 6 couples in a grade afielmuples can participate in the competitions of
higher grade without paying an additional fee.

All competitions finalists of the highest gradetieir age groups are awarded with the diplomas,
prize-winners are awarded with medals, and the ersare awarded with cups. (If it is possible the
prize money shall be equal to 30% of the sum dii@pation fees.)

International classification competitions shalllmdd at least for two days with three disciplines
per day.
